
The International Programme
on the Elimination of Child Labour
(IPEC) in Lebanon

Its history, present and future



Action against child labour in Lebanon started officially and at a national level in 2000. This 
was when the Government of  Lebanon signed the first Memorandum of  Understanding 
with the International Programme on the Elimination of  Child Labour (IPEC) of  the 
International Labour Organization (ILO), to be implemented through the ILO Regional 
Office for the Arab States. Other memoranda of  understanding followed, most recently in 
2010 for enhancing national capacities to tackle the worst forms of  child labour in Lebanon, 
and they formed the basis of  several technical cooperation programmes aiming at the 
elimination of  child labour in Lebanon. Those programmes focused their efforts both at 
the national policy and legislative level and at the grass-roots level through direct action, 
and gave rise to a number of  significant initiatives. In addition, several surveys and studies 
on different aspects of  child labour were carried out. Tables 1, 2 and 3 present examples of  
those initiatives and interventions at different levels, and the impact they had on reducing 
child labour in Lebanon.

A new IPEC project was initiated in September 2012, entitled Enhancing National Capacities 
to Combat the Worst Forms of  Child Labour in Lebanon. This project is funded by the 
German Government, which was the first government to provide a significant contribution 
to the establishment of  IPEC in 1992. 

The present IPEC project in Lebanon has been able to initiate and complete some significant 
projects to raise awareness and encourage policy formulation at the national level, despite its 
recent establishment. 

These include:

1 - Training of  the National Steering Committee against Child Labour in Lebanon on its 
roles and responsibilities in combating child labour in Lebanon, especially  its worst forms 
(started  in October 2012)

2 - Preparing and finalizing a National Awareness-Raising Strategy against the Worst Forms 
of  Child Labour in Lebanon, developed by the National Steering Committee against Child 
Labour with the support of  the Ministry of  Labour and IPEC (completed September 2013)

3 - Development of  a dedicated website on all child labour-related issues for the Child 
Labour Unit at the Ministry of  Labour (will be ready and active as of  September 2013

4 - Development of  a documentary on the worst forms of  child labour, targeted at policy-
makers (April 2013)

5 - Establishment of  the first Working Children’s Podium in Lebanon, in which working 
children have been trained on their rights and  advocated them through several concerned 
Lebanese Parliamentarians from different parts of  Lebanon (launched by Minister of  Labour 
in February 2013)

6 - Organizaton of  two workshops for at least 35 national and international media operating 
in Lebanon on some media principles for covering the issue of  child labour in Lebanon, 
especially in its worst forms (First in March 2013 and the second in June 2013 in light of  the 
WDACL)

7 - Development of  a National Action Plan to Eliminate the Worst Forms of  Child Labour 
in Lebanon by 2016 (process started in December 2012 and completed July 2013 2013).

IPEC at present

One of  the main targets for IPEC Lebanon in the coming few years is to support the 
Government of  Lebanon, especially through the Ministry of  Labour and its Child Labour 
Unit, the National Steering Committee against Child Labour, and workers’ and employers’ 
organizations in implementing the National Action Plan to Eliminate the Worst Forms of  
Child Labour by the year 2016 and the related National Awareness-Raising Strategy.
